MEDELLIN

Located in the strait of the Valley of Aburra and surrounded by high mountains, the city
extends from south to north, with the river like a central axis. It was founded on March
2 1616 by Jerome Luis Tgero, in the place that today occupies the El Poblado Park,
with the name of San Lorenzo of Aburra that was replaced by Our Lady of La
Candelaria of Medellin, in 1675. In 1816 this population was in the same category as
the capital of Antioquia.

Nowadays, it is the second industrial center of Colombia, with a population of more
than two million habitants. It is a dynamic and vital city with an overwhelming
leadership in the textile industry that exports their products to international markets.
Also, it has a great and intense activity in commercial, industrial, cultural, religious,
social and sportive topics.

The city of Medellin occupies the central part of the valley of Aburrd; that isavalley of
the Andes Mountains which crosses by the Medellin river and has numerous tributaries
that arrive from the oriental and western mountains. Equally, this valley has many
beautiful landscapes, places like natural parks, and modern architectures.

At the same time, Medellin and the Valley of Aburrd are watched over from the heights
by seven Guardian Hills, which offer a great variety of services to the visitors. Besides
serving as a natural viewpoint of the great city, they are considered capable places for
the healthy scattering, recreation, enjoyment, investigation, sport, culture, education and
ecotourism.

This group of Hills is conformed by El Volador, Nutibara, Pan de Azlcar, El Picacho,
Santo Domingo, La Asomadera and El Salvador.

It is the cradle of those "paisas’, a conglomerate distinguished everywhere for their
venturesome, wandering and thrifty spirit.

CULTURAL ACTIVITY

Medellin, because of geographical location of high tropical mountain and stable spring
climate, isacity that encounters national and international cultures.

It is also a city with a rich variety of artistic expression in literature, music and other
forms. Medellin has a dynamic life filled with exhibitions and events through of the
whole year, as the bullfighting festival, the different festivals and fairs like the national
fair of crafts, the international festival of marionettes, the fair of the antioquefiidad, the
fair of the flowers where you can appreciate the customs of the “paisa’ people. Also, it
has musical events, the party of the book, and the textile fairs of Colombiatex and
Colombiamoda among others.

Also, the city of Medellin has places like the Theater Porfirio Barba Jacob, where they
carry out the colombian festival of Medellin City Theater (that is carried out in May).
Additionally it is the Botanical garden, which is the most complete in the country. Also,



Medellin is the cradle city of the Colombian painter, Fernando Botero, and it exhibits
the author®wider collections.

MUSEUMS

The city has a great variety of museums which are national as well as international.
Among them is the Museum of Modern Art (MAM) that holds valuable contemporary
art conformed by sculptures, assemblings, paintings, pictures and national and foreign
artists@ngravings, and the works of painter Débora Arango almost in its entirety. It also
offers a cinema room with three daily projections and the Store of the MAMM, coffee-
warehouse for the enjoyment of the art, the music and the fine dining.

The museum of Antioquia, it is the first museum of the department and the second of
the country. It conserves an important collection that gathers near 400 years of plastic
history, with emphasis in “antioquefios’ artists. The Castle Museum offers gardens as
French style, exhibition rooms, library and room of concerts for 250 people. It exhibits
porcelain objects and glass, stained glasses, goblins, paintings and sculptures
permanently. There are scheduled courses of ceramic, painting, musical initiation,
scul pture, piano and ballet.

The Museum of Geosciences, Faculty of Mines, presents collections that are widely
presented in the country. They are recognized by the expert mineralogists like some of
the best of the museums of South America. It offers, in permanent exhibition, a total of
2778 copies of minerals, rocks, fossils and replicas that illustrate the most representative
material in the mineral world.

Also, it has other museums such as: the Miguel Angel Builes Ethnographic Museum,
the Pedro Nel Gomez House Museum, San José® Naturalistic Museum, the Interactive
Museum of EPM, the Santa Fé Museum, the Cemetery Museum of San Pedro and the
collection philatelic of the Republic Bank. The last one has an objective, which is to
guard, maintain and diffuse the Colombian cultural patrimony in the field of the
philatelic history and postcard of the country.

NIGHTLIFE

Parque Lleras: This park is a small plaza where you® find a large confluence of
people, both nationals and non-nationals. The busiest time is from Thursday, Friday
and Saturday. To some, this cozy festive district is known as Lleras Town. The central
part of Parque Lleras offers a variety of restaurants speciaizing in international cuisine.
You will also find night clubs, bars and high quality cafes. Parque Lleras makes up part
of Medellin®"Zona Rosa" or nightlife district. Your can reach Parque Lleras via a taxi,
you can drive up in your car or take the Metro and get off at the stop named " Poblado".
Zona Rosa de Medellin: The surrounding area around Parque Lleras is known as
Medellin® Zona Rosa or nightlife district. You® find many parks, bars, restaurants and
dance clubs. Y ou® defanitely need afew days/nightsto explore this area.

Calle de la buena mesa: Within the exclusive area on Carrera 43B between Calle 10A
and Cadle 16 you® find the best gastronomic representations of national and
international cuisine in the city.



Avenida Las Palmas: This modern roadway is the route to the Jose Maria Cordova
airport. Thisroad is one of the most scenic due to its views of the Medellin valley. Here
you will find upscal e restaurants, bars and nightclubs.

Avenida 33: This route crosses the city from East to West. The Eastern shore of the
Medellin river is an industrial zone, except around the "Centro Comercial San Diego"
(Shopping Mall San Diego). All this changes on the Western shore of the Medellin
River where you will find a blended zone of residences, commerce and financial
centers. You can find an evening of fun in the small taverns and cafes packed with
peoplein thisarea. You can access this area by taxi or the "Exposiciones’ Metro Station
stop.

Avenida La Playa, Centro: The locals like to call this area "Zona Fucsia' in stead of
"Zona Rosa'. Four to five blocks make up the Zona Rosa on "Avenida La Playa' and it
is located in the heart of Medellin® downtown. Here you® find taverns, pizza places,
hot dog vendors, liquor stores, restaurants, bars and fast food restaurants. Thisis a nice
place to hang out.

Calle Colombia: This street runs East to West through Medellin. At first glance it®not
much to look at, but this street does lay its claim to being Medellin®first hot spot for
nightlife. On weekends you can find a mix of people seeking refuge from a long week
of work or study in a fun atmosphere. With over 40 years history as a nightlife area,
you® find varied entertainment such as live music for both young and old.

Avenida 80: On the western end of the city Avenida 80 traverses the city from North to
South. This avenue is characterized by intersections with round abouts called
"Glorietas'. Here you® find small restaurants, cafes and taverns. You® ado find fast
food Medellin style with food kiosks on the street selling hot dogs, shish kabobs, super
huge hamburgers and other types of fried foods. This is usualy the last stop for
everyone after leaving the nightclubs.

Carrera 70: In the Western sector of the city you® find Calle 70 or as the locals called
it "La 70". This is a popular hot spot for nightlife. You® find restaurants, bars and
nightclubs. After parades or soccer matches you can find many people here carrying on
the celebration.

Envigado and Sabaneta: In these municipalities, which border Medellin, you will find
many upscale restaurants, ultramodern nightclubs and open air restaurants serving local
food. Aside from the restaurants serving some of the best food around Medellin and
excellent live music, you can horseback ride during the day or night.

HANDICRAFTSAND PURCHASES
In Medellin a variety of handicrafts like ceramic, gold work, jeweler®, works of stone
and glass tales and wood, leather products, basketwork, hand knitted, embroideries and

other modalities of the manual arts can be found.

The purchases in Medellin are very favorable in their prices particularly in clothes,
leathers, furniture, shoes and, in general, domestic materials.



The symbol of the purchases in Medellin is the Exito warehouses, with severd
branches, extremely efficient in the handling of qualities and prices in articles of
massive consumption.

TOURISM

Medellin is an industrial city, commercial city, city of conventions and international
business and jointly with its scenic surroundings, it isacity of rest and amusement.

It also stands out, as a city with centennial tradition as industries of yarn, cotton fabric
and clothing industry. It is the most important textile infrastructure in Latin America.
This led, in the last half a decade, to the development of other sectors like the fashion,
in that which has become afocal point in the world.

Also, the city offers excellent panorama, because there are two hills with diverse
attractiveness, from which you can sight the city well. The Hill Nutibarais a small hill
located close to downtown, toward the south - occidental, and close to river Medellin; in
the summit is the Pueblito Paisa, a small replica of a antioquefia town. The history of
this project began in 1975 when being commemorated the 300 years of the foundation
of Meddllin. This hill also has restaurants and a bay window of all the cardinal points of
the region.

The other hill is called El Volador, bigger than the Nutibara hill, and it is in the part
north west of the city. It is an ecological reservation with an important area and inside
there are the nativesGrchaeological pieces that lived in the Valey of Aburréa before the
Spanish conquest. It is often visited by sportsmen and walkers.

Equally, in the last years Medellin has had a transformation significantly more an urban
city. The Intelligent Building of the Public Companies of Medellin (EPM), built 90'sin
the sector of The Alpujarra, became the main motor that has impelled other architectural
changes in that area of the city. On the other hand the Pies Descalzos Park, a park
inspired by the philosophy of oriental Yen, with bamboo forest was built with the
purpose of passing time in arelaxed atmosphere far from the urban note.

Plaza Mayor is neighboring the Pies Descalzos Park; it was built with the purpose of
fomenting the attention of international business.

Desires Park and the Planetarium are located to the northwest of Medellin; Dosires Park
was built with the purpose of motivating the love for the science of astronomy; the
Planetarium was renovated for the same purpose.

Other parks: Park of Berrio in the heart of the city, Park of Bolivar, Park of San
Antonio, Place of Nutibara, Place of the Veracruz, Place of Saint Ignacio, Square of the
Luz, Park of the Journalist, Path of the River, Park Explores (in construction), Aeropark
Juan Pablo Il, North Park, Park Zoological Santa Faith, Botanical Garden, Park Lleras,
Park of El Poblado where Medellin was founded.

TRANSPORT



Besides the public transport, the rent of vehicles is also available as aform of transport.
The main airport of the city is the International Airport José Maria Cordova, located in
the municipality of Rionegro. Inside the urban perimeter of the city, in the center of
town, the Airport Olaya Herrerais located.

The Metro of Medellin began operation in 1995. All its lines are at earth level, in high
viaducts or in air cables, without underground ways. It has the worldwide exclusive
Metro-cable, a system of air booths that serves popular sectors of the city. The service
of Metro is generally provided between 4:00 and 23:00 Local Time.

In the city, there is also a private system of urban buses that comes to all the districts or
areas of the city, although it still lacks a better planning and projection. There are
numerous taxi companies, and among them are some with bilingual services, including
English. The service of taxi order through telephone is the most usual and sure. Some
companies provide inter municipal services. At beginning the rate is COL$2.100 pesos.
The minimum rate is COL$3.000 pesos. The taxi marks the total price when finishing
the journey.

The service of collective taxi is aso common; some of these minibus can be
comfortable and quick, although they are usually subordinated to its complete capacity.
Medellin has two terminals of transport inter -municipal: North Inter-municipal
Termina and South Inter-municipal Terminal. The terminals of transport are also
modern commercia centers with bank telecommunications services.

MEDELLIN

Situada en el estrecho del Valle de Aburra y rodeada de altas montafias, la ciudad se
extiende de sur a norte, con el rio como gje central. Fue fundada el 2 de marzo de 1616
por Jeronimo Luis Téelo, en el sitio que hoy ocupa el Parque de El Poblado, con el
nombre de San Lorenzo de Aburra, que fue reemplazado por el de Nuestra Sefiora de la
Candelaria de Medellin, en 1675. En 1816 esta poblacion fue elevada a la categoria de
capital de Antioquia.

Actualmente, es el segundo centro industrial de Colombia, con una poblacién de més de
dos millones de habitantes. Es una ciudad dinamica y vital con un liderazgo
contundente en laindustria textil, que exporta sus productos a mercados internacionales.
Asimismo, cuenta con una gran e intensa actividad comercial, industrial, cultural,
religiosa, socia y deportiva.

La ciudad de Medellin ocupa |a parte central del valle de Aburrg; que es un valle de la
cordillera de los Andes, e cual lo cruza el rio Medellin y cuenta con numerosos
afluentes que llegan de las montafias orientales y occidentales. Igualmente, este valle
esta lleno de paisges hermosos, lugares como parques naturales, y arquitecturas
modernas.

Al mismo tiempo, Medellin y el Valle de Aburré estan vigilados desde las aturas por
siete Cerros Tutelares, los cuales ofrecen gran variedad de servicios a los ciudadanos y
ciudadanas, pues ademas de servir como miradores naturales de la gran urbe, se
consideran sitios aptos para € sano esparcimiento, la recreacion, el disfrute, la
investigacion, el deporte, la cultura, laeducacién y el ecoturismo.

Este conjunto de Cerros esta4 conformado por El VVolador, Nutibara, Pan de Azlcar, El
Picacho, Santo Domingo, La Asomadera y El Salvador. Puedes conocer, valorar y
disfrutar estos espacios publicos naturales donde encontraras una variada oferta turistica
gue incluye miradores, caminos prehispanicos, iconos religiosos, culturay tradiciones
antioquefias, observacion de aves (ornitologia), é més completo herbario viviente del
Valle de Aburra, los vestigios de los primeros pobladores indigenas de Medellin, entre
otros atractivos.

Ademas, es la segunda ciudad de Colombia y capital de Antioguia, es la cuna de los
"paisas’, un conglomerado distinguible por doquier por su espiritu emprendedor,
andariego y ahorrativo.

ACTIVIDAD CULTURAL

Medellin, por su ubicacion geogréfica de alta montafa tropical y clima primaveral
estable, es una ciudad de encuentro de culturas nacionales e internacionales. También o
€s por su propuesta de més de 35 centros educativos superiores, y por su dimension
comercial (tiene mas de 30 centros comerciales), industrial e investigativa.

Es ademés ciudad de arte, literatura, musicay otras expresiones gue la hacen mecade la
vida cultural en general. Medellin tiene una vida dindmica de exposiciones y eventos



durante todo el afio, como la temporada taurina, los diferentes festivalesy ferias como la
feria nacional de artesanias, €l festival internacional de titeres, la feria de la
antioquefiidad, la feria de las flores donde se puede apreciar las costumbres del pueblo
paisa. También, tiene eventos musicaes, la fiesta del libro, las ferias textiles de
colombiatex y colombiamoda entre otros.

Ademas, la ciudad de Medellin posee lugares como el Teatro Porfirio Barba Jacob,
donde realizan el festival colombiano de teatro ciudad de Medellin (que se realiza en
mayo), otros como el museo el castillo, 0 € museo de arte moderno (MAM), que
cuentan con salas de exposiciones nacionales e internacionales. También, esta su jardin
botanico que es de los mas completos del pais. Es la ciudad cuna de Botero y mantiene
la coleccion mas amplia de su autor.

Asimismo, el Centro de Espectéculo la Macarena, unico cubierto en el Continente
(como Plaza de Toros) es escenario para la presentacion de toreros colombianos,
latinoamericanos y espafioles durante la Feria Taurina (en enero-febrero) de Medellin y
en hoteles, clubes privados y restaurantes se programan fiestas para rematar las corridas.

MUSEQOS

La ciudad tiene gran variedad de museos tanto nacionales como internacionales, entre
ellos esta el museo de arte moderno (MAM) gue cuenta con un valioso fondo de arte
contemporaneo conformado por esculturas, ensamblajes, pintura, fotografiasy grabados
de artistas nacionales y extranjeros, y la cas totalidad de las obras de |a pintora Débora
Arango. Ademés cuenta con una sala de cine con tres proyecciones diarias y la Tienda
del MAMM, café-almacén parad disfrute del arte, lamusicay la buena mesa.

Esta el museo de Antioquia; es el primer museo del departamento y €l segundo del pais.
Conserva una importante coleccidn que retine cerca de 400 afios de historia plastica, con
énfasis en artistas antioquefios. El museo el castillo, posee jardines a estilo francés,
salas de exposicion, biblioteca y sala de conciertos para 250 personas. Exhibe
permanentemente objetos de porcelana y cristal, vitrales, gobelinos, pinturas y
esculturas. Alli se dictan cursos de cerdmica, pintura, iniciacion musical, escultura,
pianoy ballet.

El Museo de Geociencias facultad de minas, presenta colecciones que son las mas
amplias y didacticamente presentadas que existen en el pais. Son reconocidas por los
expertos mineralogistas como unas de las mejores de |os museos de Sudameérica. Posee
en exhibicion permanente un total de 2778 gemplares de minerales, rocas, fosiles y
réplicas que ilustran el material més representativo del mundo mineral.

Ademés, tiene otros museos tales como: el museo etnogréfico Miguel Angel Builes, la
casa museo Pedro Nel Gomez, el museo naturalista colegio de San Jose, el museo
interactivo EPM, el museo Santa Fé, el museo cementerio San Pedro y la coleccién
filatélica banco de la Repulblica, este Ultimo Tiene como objetivo la guarda,
conservacion y difusion del patrimonio cultural colombiano en el campo de la historia
filatélicay postal del pais.



VIDA NOCTURNA

En laciudad de Medellin se encuentran, el parque Lleras, la carrera 70, las avenidas: las
Palmas, la 33, y la 80, donde se localizan sitios ideales para conocer. El Parque Lleras
gue cuenta con una variada oferta de restaurantes exclusivos, discotecas y bares de
Optima calidad y parqueaderos; la carrera 70 es una via, situada en el sector occidental
de la ciudad, ha sido un lugar tradicional para convocatorias y parrandas nocturnas, asi
como para celebracion de eventos especiales. es muy concurrida para e esparcimiento,
dada la alta densidad de poblacién en el sector. Conocida simplemente como "La 70", es
la zonatradicional parala celebracion de fiestas futbol eras.

La avenida Las Pamas es la mas moderna via hacia el Aeropuerto José Maria Cordova.
Su entorno paisgjistico la convierte en una de las avenidas méas bonitas de la ciudad ya
gue desde ella se pueden disfrutar amplias panordmicas de la misma. Ademés, cuenta
con varios puentes elevados, miradores, restaurantes exclusivos, bares y discotecas
también de Optima calidad; la avenida 33 que recorre la ciudad de oriente a occidente.
En la ribera oriental del rio Medellin esta avenida es zona industrial por excelencia,
excepto en lazona del Centro Comercial Sandiego.

En laribera occidental del rio la avenida se caracteriza por ser un sector que combinalo
residencial con lo comercid y financiero. En las noches ofrece pequefias tabernas muy
concurridas; la avenida 80 es una larga avenida que recorre la ciudad de norte a sur. Se
caracteriza por sus glorietas y su vocacion comercial, e iguamente cuenta con
restaurantesy tabernas.

ARTESANIASY COMPRAS

En Medellin se puede encontrar variedad de artesanias como la de ceramicas, orfebreria,
joyeria, trabajos de vidriotallas de piedra y madera, marroquineria, cesteria, tejidos,
bordados y otras modalidades de las artes manual es.

Las compras en Medellin son muy favorables en sus precios particularmente en ropa de
todo tipo, cueros, muebles, zapatos y, en general, material doméstico. Hay una docena
de excelentes centros comerciales. Por su ambiente, trato y buenos precios, conviene
destacar a menos. en e centro, Villanueva, en e antiguo claustro del Seminario; dos
situados en la salida hacia el oriente y hacia el Poblado (San Diego, el més tradicional,
una especie de pargue con construcciones bgas y distracciones para los nifios, y
Almacentro, en una antigua fébrica excelentemente remodelada); otro en la zona
residencial de Bolivariana: Unicentro, el mas moderno. Pero no todo son Centros
Comerciales.

El simbolo de las compras en Medellin son los Almacenes éxito, con varias sucursales,
sumamente eficiente en e manejo de calidades y precios en articulos de consumo
masivo. Y lo méas econémico son los "puntos de Venta' de fébrica, en las zonas
industriales. S desea el comercio tradicional recorriendo las calles, el paseo peatonal de
Junin; también esta el Centro Internacional del Mueble en la autopista sur, ala altura de
Itagli y S se trata de ldmparas u objetos de cristal, el lugar es Envigado y sus
alrededores.



TURISMO

Medellin es una ciudad industrial por excelencia, ciudad comercial, ciudad de
convenciones y hegocios internacionales y, conjuntamente con SUS escénicos
alrededores, ciudad de esparcimiento, descanso y diversion.

También se destaca, por ser la ciudad con tradicion centenaria en materia de industrias
de hilados, tejidos y confecciones y cuenta con la mas importante infraestructura textil
de América Latina. Esto condujo en los ultimos lustros a desarrollo de otros sectores
como €l delamoda, enlo cual se ha convertido en un punto focal en el mundo.

Desarrollando estas fortalezas se han institucionalizado varios eventos en materia de
modas, €l principal de los cuales es Colombiamoda, una feria internacional de amplia
proyeccién que se realiza durante tres dias en el mes de agosto y atrae una cantidad
considerable de visitantes y gentes de negocios.

Asimismo, la ciudad ofrece excelentes panoramicas, pues dentro de la misma hay dos
cerros, con diversos atractivos, desde los cuales se puede divisar bien la ciudad. El
Cerro Nutibara es una pequefia colina localizada muy en el centro de la ciudad, hacia el
suroccidente, y muy cerca del rio Medellin; en la cima se encuentra el Pueblito Paisa,
una peguefia réplica de un pueblo antioquefio. La historia de este proyecto comenzo en
1975 a conmemorarse los 300 afios de la fundacion de Medellin. Este cerro cuenta
ademés con restaurantes y un mirador de todos |os puntos cardinales de la region.

El otro cerro es [lamado El Volador, mayor que el cerro Nutibara, y se encuentra en la
parte noroccidental de la ciudad. Es una reserva ecol6gica con un area importante y en
€él se encuentran piezas arqueol gicas de los indigenas que habitaban el Valle de Aburra
antes de la conquista espafiola. Es muy visitado por deportistasy caminantes.

Igualmente, en los Ultimos afios Medellin ha tenido una transformacién urbanistica
significativa. El Edificio Inteligente de las Empresas Publicas de Medellin (EPM),
construido en la década de los 90 en € sector de La Alpujarra, se convirtié en el
principa motor que ha impulsado otros cambios arquitectonicos en esa zona de la
ciudad; es el caso del Parque de los Pies Descal zos, un parque inspirado en la filosofia
Yen oriental, con bosque de bambu y con e propdsito de pasar un rato relgjado y
algjado del ruido urbano.

La Plaza Mayor es vecina del Parque de los Pies Descalzos; fue construida con el
propésito de fomentar el turismo de negocios internacionales.

El Parque de Los Deseos y el Planetario se localizan a nororiente de Medellin; el
primero fue construido con el fin de incentivar la cienciay el amor por la astronomiay
el segundo fue renovado para este mismo proposito.

Otros parques: Parque de Berrio en el corazén de la ciudad, Parque de Bolivar, Parque
de San Antonio, Plazuela Nutibara, Plazuela de la Veracruz, Plazuela San Ignacio, Plaza
de la Luz, Parque del Periodista, Sendero del Rio, Parque Explora (en construccion),
Aeropargue Juan Pablo |1, Parque Norte, Parque Zool6gico Santa Fe, Jardin Botanico,
Parque Lleras, Parque de El Poblado en donde se fundé Medellin.



ALREDEDORES

En laciudad los medellinenses emprenden un paseo de fin de semana al "circuito de
oriente” ( El Retiro, Rionegro, La Ceja, Carmen de Viboral, Marinilla y la zona de
embal ses de Guatapé, zona entre friay templada). Hay buenos hoteles (“Las Lomas' y
Hosteria Llanogrande, al pié del aeropuerto; el Recinto Quirama entre Rionegro y La
Cegja). Abundan los paradores y restaurantes. Toda la zona esta marcada por la
arquitectura campesina antioquefia, incomparable en su sencillez y por la profusion de
flores.

TRANSPORTE

Ademas del servicio publico de transporte, en la ciudad esta disponible el alquiler
normal de vehiculos.

El principal aeropuerto que presta servicios a la ciudad es el Aeropuerto Internacional
José Maria Cordova, ubicado en el municipio de Rionegro. Dentro del perimetro urbano
de la ciudad, en pleno centro de la misma, esta ubicado €l Aeropuerto Olaya Herrera,
gue presta servicios de vuel os regional es.

El Metro de Medellin comenzd operaciones en 1995. Todas sus lineas estén a nivel de
tierra, en viaductos elevados o en cables aéreos, sin tramos subterraneos. Cuenta con €l
mundialmente exclusivo Metrocable, un sistema de cabinas aéreas que sirve sectores
populares de la ciudad. El servicio de Metro se presta generamente entre las 4:00 y las
23:00.

Existe en la ciudad un sistema privado de buses urbanos que atiende todos los distritos o
zonas de la urbe, aunque todavia carece de unamejor planeaciony proyeccion.

Hay muy numerosas empresas de taxi, y entre ellas se encuentran algunas con servicios
bilingles en inglés. El servicio de pedido de taxi por teléfono es el més usual y seguro.
Algunas empresas prestan servicios intermunicipales. Asimismo, La tarifa de inicio es
de $2.100 pesos. La tarifa minima es de $3.000 pesos. El taximetro marca el precio total
al terminar € recorrido.

Es usual ademés €l servicio de taxi colectivo; algunos de estos colectivos pueden ser
comodosy répidos, aungue suelen estar supeditados a cupo completo.

Medellin cuenta con dos terminades de transporte intermunicipal: Termina de
Transporte Intermunicipal del Norte y Termina de Transporte Intermunicipal del Sur.
Las terminales de transporte son ademas modernos centros comerciales con servicios
bancariosy de telecomunicaciones.
